SUNDAY’S CANONIZATIONS 

In the Catholic Church, canonization is a decree that allows universal veneration of the saint in the liturgy. The main reasons for canonization are to edify the faithful and provide new models of holiness. Through the canonization of a saint the Church gives thanks to God as we honour the person who has been so faithful to God’s plan in his or her life.
Blessed John Henty Newman (1801-1890) is the first Englishman to be declared a Saint since the canonisation of the Forty Martyrs of England and Wales in 1970. He was already an esteemed Anglican theologian when he founded the Oxford Movement to return the Church of England to its Catholic roots, before himself converting to the Catholic faith. He was renowned as a brilliant thinker and was made a cardinal by Pope Leo XIII.
Blessed Dulce Lopez (1914-1992) from El Salvador had a special love for the poor even as a child. “She was truly a mother who devoted herself to the most needy”. She was nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize in 1988, and has been compared to Mother Teresa.
Blessed Marguerite Bays (1815–1879) was a Swiss member of the Secular Franciscan Order. She worked as a seamstress and also served as a catechist.[1] She lived a simple life as a Franciscan and adapted the tenets of the order's charism into her own life and social apostolate.

Blessed Josephine Vannini (1859–1911) was the Italian co-founder of the Congregation of the Daughters of St Camillus. She is known for her witness of charity to the sick, poor and imprisoned.
Blessed Mariam Thresia Chiramel Mankidiyan (1876-1926) was an Indian Syro-Malabar Catholic who grew up in poverty and worked with families affected by drink. She was a mystic who co-founded the Congregation of the Holy Family.
