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Anti-bullying and Inter-faith Week 
This week our children have 
participated in various activities to 
support anti-bullying and inter-faith 
week including participating in a 
Diwali Dance workshop on Tuesday. 
 
 
 
 

 
Our EYFS Children have been exploring our outdoor environment as part of their Forest 
Schools lesson. They have been learning about trees, roots, branches, bark, trunk and 
leaves. The children then picked their favourite tree to draw. In literacy they have been 
learning about space linking with our story ‘Whatever Next’. The children even designed 
their own aliens as part of their topic afternoon. They finished the day off by reading 
together; Aliens Love Underpants.
